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In a major move to create a national identity, LATMA President Frank Gavrilos, has
announced that the various state LATMA bodies will be merged into a national body to
be known as LATMA Australia. Frank said that the work is the culmination of two years

of planning, debating and modifying, seasoned with a lot of hard work to achieve the
new status.

A new Constitution was approved at a meeting held in Melbourne in July, with a new
national Board being elected for the next two years. He said all states had passed resolutions to
transfer existing funds to LATMA Australia, with all state LATMA Associations remaining as
entities even if just a “shell” until June 2010.

He said LATMA Australia had decided they needed a new image and were holding a contest
for a new logo which would be decided at a meeting in August. Another “upgrade” has been
the association’s website, with Michael Aisenberg co-ordinating the new development.

“We are working on a Lean Manufacturing program,” said Frank, “and our plans are for
this to be our first true National Program, co-ordinated by Chris Bradbrook from South
Australia. Funding and subsidy options are being reviewed through sponsorships and
government grants and we hope to have a timeline ready for publishing very soon.n
