Unlike many of the stands at this year’s PacPrint, Aldus’s Mark
Andy 2200 servo was a working, producing, press, that
everyone could see.

Ian Guanaria said the stand had been, ”running unsupported film and
labelstock alternate days. We have been running a 25micron BOPP,
laminating, and we have been doing film labels as well. We have had a
huge interest in the 2200, because it’s a very versatile press. It is the most
popular narrow-web press in the world. In Australia, we have something
like 40 to 45 of them installed. 

“We were pleasantly surprised by the attendance at Pacprint. Whilst
the numbers of visitors to our stand was down on Pacprint 01 & 05, the
quality was up. And while many operators and middle management did
not attend, senior management and owners were out in force.”

Sales made from the stand at the show were higher than previous
shows. 

“We finalised one major Mark Andy press order and secured another
press order from a new enquiry at the Show. Add to this a Rotoflex slitter
rewinder order, two JM Heaford plate mounter sales, two Schlumpf roll-
handling orders and a Brodbeck automatic core cutter order. So I have to
say it was a successful show.”
