The Trust has
three trustees, Mr Colin Lewis (Chairman), Mr Harry Hearn
and ANZ Trustees, with ANZ Trustees managing the Trust
and its investments.

Colin Lewis, an ex-Director of the Collie company, 
is currently Chairman of The Collie Print Trust and an
Executive Director of Ink Color (Australia) Pty Ltd. He has
been involved with the ink industry in Australia and overseas
for over forty years and has a passion for the printing
industry, its apprenticeship training and the industry’s

continued growth and
development.

This renewed partnership
between the Collie Print Trust and
ANZFTA marks a new beginning
and recognition of the Australian
Flexible Packaging Industry, its
education program, and its world’s
best practice achievements.
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
